from Julius Bähr's Die unartigen Kinder, illustrated by Theodor Hosemann (Berlin,
Stuhr'sche Buchh, 1848)

The publishers' caption "Routledge, Warne, and Routledge" was in use after May 1859, when
William Henry Warne died, aged only 37
