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  A reoccurring motif, such as that of   
  closed doors, could be read as the   
  threshold between this world and 
  the next: the tomb, a sacred place. 
  Thus the real – the here and now 
  – was connected to metaphysical 
  worlds evoking past, present, future, 
  and the eternal.
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
